With a track that spent 16 total weeks on the Billboard 100, peaking at #14 the week of September 20, 1980, that was Bob Seger and the Silver Bullet band with You’ll Accomp’ny Me; from the multi-platinum selling album Against the Wind. Before that, we heard from Blue Oyster Cult from their 1981 killer album Fire of Unknown Origin with Burnin’ For You…
We also heard from Foreigner with arguably the longest-lasting #2 single in the history of American charts with Waiting For A Girl Like You; which (beginning on December 12, 1981) had the misfortune of spending 10 weeks behind the super-smash single from Olivia Newton-John of Physical, and when it fell out of the top spot, Foreigner was leap-frogged by Daryl Hall and John Oates’ I Can’t Go For That (No Can Do) and the very next week they were leap-frogged again by the song Centerfold by J. Geils Band that sent the Hall and Oates song to #2 and Foreigner to #3. While the song may have never made it to #1, the album 4 from which it came, did for ten weeks; becoming the first solely-numeric title to do so since the Billboard 200 launched its weekly survey on March 24, 1956…
Prior to that we heard from Billy Joel with New York State of Mind, which according to an interview with Howard Stern in 2010, was written when Joel moved back from California to his home in Highland Falls, New York. He really was taking a ‘Greyhound on the Hudson River Line’ when he pulled a notebook from his travel case and began to write the song. Upon his arrival to his home in Highland Falls, he immediately began composing on the piano and finished the words and lyrics within an hour. And, though it was never released as a single or charted as a hit, New York State of Mind remains a fan favorite into the modern day and Joel continues to regularly perform the song live. 
We also heard from Crosby, Stills, and Nash with their 1982 hit, Southern Cross, which was written by Stephen Stills after he was approached with a song from associates Richard and Michael Curtis called ‘Seven League Boots.’ On record as saying that the song ‘drifted around too much,’ Stills re-worked it and wrote a different chorus based on a long boating trip he had taken shortly after his divorce. Being the consummate veteran sailor song-writer he was and is, Stills’ inspiration behind the title comes from a constellation that exists in the Southern Hemisphere called the Crux Constellation in which the four brightest stars within it form a cross; and sailors have often relied on it to navigate their vessels while sailing through the region.
And, finally, we kicked-off this morning with a Jazz/Fusion dandy Who Ate My Kiwi? From the independent 10-piece ensemble known as Lands, out of the Berklee College of Music in Boston, Massachusetts; from their 2015 FREE EP One Day Maybe, which can be found on Bancamp @landsbandboston. Be sure to also check-out the installment titled Sweet Jazz, Smooth Grooves on The Edge; the official e-publication of Edgewise Radio, for an expose regarding Lands and their killer EP, which is a must-have for any fan of Jazz and Fusion – young or old…
This is the Internet’s Home of Rock and Roll, this is Edgewise Radio, WEMP – Yates City, Galesburg, and we are going to keep this thing moving along with another set of easy-going, not to be confused with easy-listening, rock and roll from all eras and around the world…
Coming-up, we will hear from Zeppelin, David Bowie, Metallica, The Smashing Pumpkins, and the independent group out of England by the name of Three Kings High; but, right now, it’s a song that spent a total of 29 weeks on the Billboard 100 (beginning the week of May 7, 1994) and peaked at #11 the week of August 13, 1994, and quite literally took the band who wrote and performed it from an obscure underground alternative rock band and made them a household name on the mainstream, this is Collective Soul with Shine on The Morning Mix on Edgewise Radio – the Internet’s Home of Rock and Roll…

You are listening to the Morning Mix on the Internet’s Home of Rock and Roll, and from the 1996 album, Load, that was Metallica with Until It Sleeps; which, debuted and peaked at #10 on the Billboard 100 the week of June 8, 1996, and helped to propel the album to debut at #1 on the Billboard 200 the week of June 22, 1996, where it spent four weeks; and, altogether the album spent 98 total weeks on the chart. This particular track, Until It Sleeps, was written by James Hetfield about the death of his mother and his difficulty finding a way to handle and cope with the pain he was dealing with over it. It has come to be of the more empathetic tunes written by Metallica and many people relate the message to their own general pain and loss and the inability to make sense of life overall. And, while Metallica was chastised by their loyal fan base (including me) for this album being ‘too soft’ in comparison to those in their past, the fact they cut their hair, and took-on a polished looked that had a corporate feel unlike ever before, one cannot argue with how good the album really is…
We also heard from No Doubt with Don’t Speak, from their 1996 album Tragic Kingdom, prior to that, Led Zeppelin with All My Love, from the 1979 LP, In Through the Out Door; which, despite popular belief, is not about love in the traditional sense, but instead a song dedicated to front man Robert Plant’s son Karac who died of a stomach infection in 1977 when he was 5 years old. It was at this point that Zeppelin had somewhat drifted apart, with guitarist Jimmy Page and drummer John Bonham hanging-out together and bassist John Paul Jones and Plant doing the same; and as a result, many of the songs on In Through the Out Door were written and put together by Plant and Jones with Bonham and Page adding their parts late at night. John Bonaham died on September 24, 1980 and on December 4th of that year, the surviving members of Led Zeppelin collectively decided that they could not continue forward as it was. It wouldn’t be until December 10, 2007, before a capacity crowd at London’s O2 arena, that Led Zeppelin would re-unite with Bonham’s son Jason at drums; where the group set the Guinness World Record for the "Highest Demand for Tickets for One Music Concert," as 20 million requests for the reunion show were rendered online. This would spark widespread speculation that the band would re-unite officially; however, despite the other members being fully-onboard for a re-union, in 2008 Plant adamantly stated that he would not record or tour with the group – ultimately causing the project to be abandoned altogether…
We also rocked-out to Huey Lewis and the News with their 1986 #1 hit, Stuck With You, from the album Fore!, Kid Rock with Sheryl Crow and Picture from the 2001 album Cocky, and the ever-present rock ‘n’ roll chameleon David Bowie and Changes from the 1975 album Hunky Dory…

You are listening to The Morning Mix, on Edgewise Radio, WEMP – Yates City, Galesburg, the Internet’s Home of Rock ‘n’ Roll…And we are going to keep the groove going with a track from Otis Redding that was released six weeks after his tragic death in a plane crash on December 10, 1967, and became by far his biggest hit, as it spent 4 weeks at #1 beginning on March 16, 1968; becoming the first-ever posthumous #1 single in the United States. This is (Sittin’ On) The Dock of the Bay by Otis Redding on the Internet’s Home of Rock ‘n’ Roll, this is Edgewise Radio…

With a track that currently sits at #9 on the Edgewise Radio IndiChart, that was an unsigned and independent rock band out of Bristol, England by the name of Three Kings High with Nothing Left to Lose from their 2015 FREE, full-length album Hail; which, can be found by visiting Bandcamp @threekingshigh. Due to the physical distance between the United States and England, along with a limited travel budget, I cannot speak to the high-energy live performances they claim to want to achieve through their studio catalog; however judging by what I have heard so far of their studio selection, and for the price, you are not going to find too many bands more fresh and solid than Three Kings High. Be sure to check out the article on The Edge which goes further into depth about the band, the music, and where you can find them and their material. We also heard a classic from1976 with Boz Scaggs’ and Lowdown, prior to that, Ben Hammond and Hipster Juliet (You Can Tell), from the 2015 album Friction; which is also this week’s #3 song on the Edgewise Radio IndiChart. Since his 2008 debut album [Reasonably] Honest, Ben Hammond has captured the imaginations of many with his impeccable blend of jazz and fusion, soul, and rock and roll, with an interestingly applied layer of beatboxing in the background. Courtesy of Dawn Scire of the Sarasota Herald Tribune via benhammond.com, “…[Ben’s] music [does not] fit into any common category: one minute he’s singer-songwriter smooth, the next breaking into rap-jazzy scats, skillfully co-merging genres with songs.” I couldn’t agree more. Powered-by killer chill tracks like Let’s Get Alone, Worst Kind of Perfect, and Touch, it was hard to imagine how the solo artist from Sarasota, Florida, could possibly top such a well-produced piece of art. But, without skipping a beat, Hammond followed-up his powerful debut with a stellar sophomore album in Friction that is nothing short of an awesome independent release. The album’s momentum is driven by tracks like you just heard in Hipster Juliet (You Can Tell), the groovy title track Friction, and Can’t Dream (Without You); and for you fans of nostalgia, Hammond also does a killer cover of The Beatles’ Come Together & Dear Prudence.
