Andy (Edgewise Radio): When describing your sound on the radio, I often refer to it as a blues-based, pop-rock sound that has major crossover potential once you break through into the mainstream conscience. That’s my explanation, but how would you identify or describe your sound?

Andy (Edgewise Radio): It’s been said by many great musicians and journalists in the past that a band is nothing more than a fusion of their influences. Who, would you say, are the primary influences behind your music and would you say that what you have done with Three Kings High is a fusion of these influences and styles? What is your response to being ‘compared’ to other bands or designated into a particular genre because of these comparisons?

And, if so, would you say that it ultimately served to display the evolved sound of the band? 
(Built-in Follow-Up) I mean, it sounds more organized, defined, and much more solid than “Carry the Fire”. If you were building a house, would you say that Tell ‘Em Lies is more of a reflection of what you are now?
